1. Highway 401 east to 115/35 (just past Bowmanville) Exit 436 

2. 115/35 northeast for approximately 18 km - until 115 and 35 split 

3. 115N towards Peterborough for approximately 22 km - until sign for 28 Port Hope and 7 
Fowlers Corners 

4. Take that 28/7 cut off and follow around the curve, keeping to the left. Make a left turn at 
the traffic light, you are now on highway 7 heading for Fowler's Corners. (Do not turn off to 
Ottawa!) 

5. Continue straight through the light at Fowler's Corners and follow Road 26 (Frank Hill 
Road) 6 km to the stop sign at the intersection with Victoria County Road 14 (Yankee Line). 
Turn right and drive 1 km to the first left turn, called Boundary Road. Be careful, this left turn 
is not well marked and the road is a secondary road. It comes up very quickly, so be prepared 
to turn almost immediately. 

6. Follow Boundary Road 8.3 km to the end, which is a stop sign at Tara Road. (Along the 
way you will pass a lake on your left as you round a curve. This is Pigeon Lake - you're almost 
there!) Please note that Boundary Road becomes Edenderry Line. 

7. At the stop sign, turn left onto Tara Road. Drive 1.4 km and turn right at the Grandview 
sign. This road is called Kerry Line. 

8. Follow Kerry Line for 1 km and turn left onto Murphy Road. 

9. Drive on Murphy Road for 700 metres to the camp entrance, and turn right onto the camp 
road.

1. Take 401 west to exit 464 (sign says: Port Hope exit Highway 28) 

2. Take Highway 28N approximately 40 km through Fowler’s Corners. 

3. Continue straight through the light at Fowler's Corners and follow Road 26 (Frank Hill Road) 
6 km to the stop sign at the intersection with Victoria County Road 14 (Yankee Line). Turn right 
and drive 1 km to the first left turn, called Boundary Road. Be careful, this left turn is not well 
marked and the road is a secondary road. It comes up very quickly, so be prepared to turn almost 
immediately. 

4. Follow Boundary Road 8.3 km to the end, which is a stop sign at Tara Road. (Along the way 
you will pass a lake on your left as you round a curve.

7. Make a right on Robinson Road 14 (just past the Causeway) to Ennismore. Stay on the 
main paved road until the four-way stop at Sullivan's General Store. Turn right onto Tara 
Road. 

8. Follow Tara Road for about 4.5 km and turn right at the Grandview sign (Kerry Line). 

9. Follow Kerry Line for about 1 km and turn left onto Murphy Road. 

10. Drive 700 metres to the camp entrance. Turn right onto the camp road. Welcome to Camp
